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Annotated Anthology
Project Description:  For this project, you will be creating a short anthology (collection) of poems.  The anthology should consist of 3 poems:  1 poem that will be assigned to you, and 2 of your own choosing (only one of which can be song lyrics).  

For each poem/song, you will need to do the following:

· Chunking the text and writing your thoughts/reactions/summaries for each chunk

· Labeling the literary devices AND explaining what each means

Each poem will also need to include your analysis of the poem.  In this analysis, you should answer the following questions:

· Who is the speaker of the poem?  

· What is the tone and mood of the poem?  How do you know?

· What is the author’s message/theme?  

· How does the author develop the message/theme of the poem by using literary devices?
